The funds were used by the chapter to build a butterfly garden, 
pamper pole challenge and water table for the kids. Our Summit Spotlight this month 
is the Clayton Chapter that worked to build a kayak access point on the Tugaloo River

The legacy projects being done around the state are as unique as each one of our 
chapters and reflect your chapter’s passions and the needs of your individual commu-
nities. If you have not completed a legacy project this year it is not too late to begin.
